Practice these simple steps

1. Set the speed of your film

The Film speed Set-
tting Dial is located
on the front of the
camera, in the upper
corner. Lift the out-
er ring and turn it
until the red dot is
next to the ASA or
DIN rating of your
film. This rating is
shown on the instruc-
tion sheet that comes
with your film,
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2. Set the shutter speed

Rotate the Shutter
Speed Selector until
the desired speed is
lined up with the red
dot. The numbers,
of course, represent
fractions of a second:
500=1/500th second.
250=1/250th, etc. Pic-
ture above shows
speed set at 1/125th
of a second.

3. Focus the lens

With your finger on
the focusing lever,
look into the finder.
See the bar move
along the left edge
as you shift the
lever? Simply line
up the bar with the
symbol for your sub-
ject—portrait, group
or_distant scene—to
bring the lens into
proper focus.

4. Dial the exposure
automatically

Now look at the right

side of the finder.
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Turn the Lens Open-
Jing Selector Ring

il you will see the

moving bar within
the wide I)art of the
~ertical line. ou
are now set to shoot
a correct exposure
at the chosen shutter
speed.


















How to load your Fujica Half 1.9

1 SET FILM SPEED
Lift the outer ring of the Film Speed Setting D{&0) and rotate it until the aligning dot (9
next to the ASA number for your film. Release timg to lock the setting.

2 OPEN BACK
Push up the Slide Lock (27). The camera back ydroslightly. Swing it open all the way.

3 ROTATE THE TAKE-UP SPOOL
Rotate the take-up Spool (26) until the arrow auitie on the outside. Move the spool by
means of the knurled wheel at it's top, or by tagiihe Sprocket Wheel (24).

4 INSERT FILM CARTRIDGE

Push up the Film Cartridge Spindle (21). Drop ie fim cartridge with the sprocket holes
the film leadedown.Thenpush the Film Rewind (18) all the way down to ingke spindl
into the cartridge.

5 INSERT END OF FILM
Slip the end of the film under the Take-Spool C4&%) until the film shows cleary all the
way to the head of the arrow cut-out.

6 ADVANCE FILM

Hold the film cartridgen place with your thumb and swing the Film Advanever (14)ll
the way out.This will start the film on the Tak&p Spool. Be sure the film perforatic
engage the sprocket teeth on the Sprocket Wheeh, Tdhose the back firmly until it clicks.

7.PRESS THE SHUTTER RELEASE

The exposure counter will now read “S”. PressShatter Release Button (18)d swing th
Advance Lever again. Do this twice more until thgg&sure Counter reads “0”. The camera
is now ready for the first picture.
